360 Prayer Challenge

Here are a few simple steps that will help you develop a 360 Prayer Challenge for your Church.

1. Set February 29, 2012 to April 8, 2012 (Focus 40 dates).
a. You may also chose a whole year Feb 29, 2012 to Feb 28, 2013. 
2. Start informing your congregation about the 360 Prayer Challenge right after the first of the year.

a. Use newsletters, bulletins, e-mails, websites, posters, etc.

3. Select a 360 Prayer Challenge coordinator.

a. Their responsibilities include (but not limited to);

i. Pray for this challenge.

ii. Help you coordinate the prayer teams.

iii. Answer questions and give support to all who are involved.

4. One the first Sunday of the 360 Prayer Challenge;

a. Preach about the 360 Prayer Challenge.

b. Hand out the sign up cards and have them turned in as an altar response to the sermon.

c. Have the people commit to the following;

i. I will commit to invest in and pray for three (3) people

1. One from my church family

2. Two friends or family members God lays on my heart that are far from him

ii. I will pray for them at least six (6) days a week.  I will pray for their physical, emotional and spiritual needs.  I will pray especially for those far from God to have the Holy Spirit draw them to Christ, using me as He will to share God’s love.
iii. I will work to miss zero (0) opportunities to build a relationship with them, support them in prayer and share God’s love with them.

5. At the end of your time period, celebrate what God has done during this time.

a. Keep track of people you are praying for and those who have accepted Christ.
